Guidance & Planning

The purpose of the Guidance Program is to assist students with their academic planning so they grag
schedule. Through thoughtful planning of their academic program along with career development act
we help students develop a direction for their life, beyond the attainment of a high school diploma. Th
majority of guidance services are delivered through group presentations in the classroom. Certificate
Guidance Counselors, Assistant Principals, and the College and Career Liaisons conduct these

presentations. The Guidance team is available to students and their families for individual appointme
We recommend the use of software and other printed resources for career and college planning whig
available in the Career Center and other locations at their school of attendance.

Orientation

Ninth Grade

The emphasis for the freshman year is on establishing a OG
Beginning.O Classroom presentations by guidance staff, peg
and other speakers introduce students to many facets of high
school. Freshmen learn to access a wide range of personal,
academic and social options and are acquainted with course
selections compatible with career paths.

Exploration

Tenth Grade

A world of choices opens to sophomore students as they beg
choosing the academic and career paths to pursue after high
school. Curriculum choices become a major focus for
sophomores as they reflect on their progress and future goal
Alternative ways to earn credit or diplomas and options to
obtain specialized training are introduced at this level.

The
higher grade will be used to calculate the total GPA. A
minimum grade of C is required for college eligibility.

College eligibility may be met in selected courses with the en
of course grade even if the first semester grade is lower than

The 9D12 Academic Grade Point Averag&PA) includes all
grades in all academic courses for the full four years of high
school. The 10D12 Academic GPA is used for eligibility for
college.

A student must earnthe minimum units (220) and meet
subject and competency test requirements in order to receivg
diploma. No student will receive a diploma or participate in th
graduation ceremonies who does not meet these minimum
requirements.

Students who do not
pass either part of the exam (English Language Arts or
Mathematics) will have many opportunities to retake the exat
in future years.

General Education
Development Testing
(GED)

Students aged 7 and older, who do not have a high school
diploma, are eligible to obtain a General Education
Development (GED) certificate.

GRADs
(Graduates Receiving
Adult Diplomas)

This is a program for students who wish to complete credits
obtain an adult high school diploma. Students must be 18 y¢
of age and their high school class has graduated.

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Educational Options & Special Services

Fremont Union High School District offers a variety of alternative education programs. Each unique,
innovative program provides specialized opportunities that lead to high school graduation, diploma

equivalency testing, continuing educational opportunities and/or vocational/career training. Each prog
is set up on a voluntary basis allowing the student to self-select according to perceived needs. All prg
require special applications and most require student-parent interviews.

Each alternative program is unique in its structure and method for reaching individual needs. Each al
provides a strong instructional program based on district objectives and district wide curricular guidel
Through the process of meeting different needs along varied avenues, the district provides the best
education possible for all students.

The director serves as a resource to administrators, parents, and students to explore opportunities tg
educational plans for students who need special arrangements, creative and innovative programs to
complete their education.

New Start New Start is a small voluntary program that utilizes study
to help students successfully complete high school. The
Independent Study program is unique in structure and method serving a vari

of students including students who work and must have
flexibility in instructional time; students with medical
conditions that restrict daily full-time participation in
school; and students with special talents and interests th
requires full-time focus away from the school environmet

Work Experlence Through the cooperation of the school and business
community, 11th and 12th grade students who are 16 ye
or older, may earn credit and a grade under the Work
Experience Education Program (WEEP). Students must
attend one class session a week and complete all relateg
learning assignments. Credit and grade are based on
required related instruction, written course work,
employerOs evaluation and total work hours each semes
Students must be enrolled in a minimum of four other
classes for the entire school year.

In Exploratory Work Experience the student is given an
opportunity to observe in orderly sequence a variety of
jobs, to gain insight into the OrealO world of work and to
learn the personal qualifications required for various
occupations. Evaluation of personal interests, aptitudes §
abilities become purposefully related to vocational choice
and educational planning. The student receives no pay b
does receive school credit. Close supervision is provided
the school to assure that pupils are not exploited and do
replace paid employees.
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Adult Community Education

Adult Community Education Concurrent Studies Progran
is designed to assist students who are having difficulty
achieving their high school diploma. In order to receive
credit in our Concurrent Studies Program the following
criteria must be met: first choice is given to students whqg
are seniors then juniors at least 16 years of age; the cou
must be one that the student has failed, or one not offerg
the high school that the student attends, or one that is
offered at that high school but that is impossible to scheq
for the student. This program offers students who are
currently enrolled in a regular high school to concurrently
enroll in afternoon Adult Community Education classes if
which they can earn credits in both English Math, Scienc
and/or Social Science.

Middle College

This is a model collaborative program between FUHSD ¢
DeAnza College designed to challenge 11th and 12th gr
students who are academically very capable but, for a
variety of reasons, are not performing up to their potentig
Students benefit from the teaching and support services
both institutions.

College Advantage

The College Advantage program is open to seniors only
and will place them on the DeAnza College campus for
their senior year. The student will be considered co-
enrolled at the home high school as well as DeAnza
College. These are students who wish to accelerate theil
college courses and plans and have met most of their hig
school graduation requirements. A GPA of 3.5 is require
for the advanced studies student and a 3.0 for a student
wishing to pursue a 2-year degree.

Teen Parenting

This special program is designed to meet the needs of
pregnant girls, and girls or boys who are young parents.
Core Curriculum is designed to help students develop gg
parenting skills and understand development of children.
Students may select from other academic settings
(comprehensive high school; New Start Independent
Studies Program) to complete their high school diploma.
The OTeens with TotsO Center provides on-site childcar
the babies of teen parents who are completing their high
school education and striving to become productive,
contributing members of society.

Horizons

Horizons is designed for special education students who
have struggled within the comprehensive high school
programs. One-to-one directive study, in combination wit
a career/job training transitions-to-work program, helps
students gain academic skills and work toward a high
school diploma or GED certificate and prepare for future
employment.
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Terra Nova

Terra Nova is an alternative program located on the
CupertinoHigh Schoolcampus.This programis designed
to meetthe needsof studentswho are not experiencing
success.The programfocuseson aiding 10th and 11th
graderswho are academicallycapable but not performing
for a variety of reasons.

With approval from their schoolOsassistantprincipal,
studentswill take three classeswithin the Terra Nova
program,and accesgheir remainingclassesdrom courses
available on the Cupertino High School Campus.

Supportwill include individual and group counselingand
coachingabout relationshipsand responsibilities.Terra
Nova believesthat emotionalhealthis a foundationfor

succesdn life and studentswho enroll in the TerraNova
programneedto be opento working with a professional
counselor.

Studentsalsomeetwith their academicounselorto review
their transcript on an on-going basis and will receive
guidance recommendation on other educational options.

Summer School

This is a six-week summer session open to all students
within FUHSD. The summer program is designed primar
for students deficient in credits and/or skills required for
high school graduation. A limited number of enrichment
courses are available for students wishing to enhance th
educational experiences. Students may earn 5 to 10 creg
during summer school.

Summer Empowerment
Program

The program is designed to create a successful transitiof
from middle school to high school for identified at-risk
students. Program goals are to help students bond to the
new school, to promote personal growth and skills
development and to enhance self-esteem.

Vistas

Vistas is an alternative education program located at
Homestead High School designed for 11th and 12th graq
students who lack connection to high school, are
significantly behind in credits, and/or are not going to
graduate. Student background may include challenges
experienced within a traditional school environment, with
their home environment, and inappropriate social
interactions. Students should be open to considering
multiple options following high school including: GED,
CHSPE, certificate programs available through communi
college or adult education, or transition to work.
